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Clinical History: This 5-year-old girl presented with a 4-month history of primarily morning
headaches and vomiting. In addition, she had a 1-month history of right facial droop and left
gaze preference. MRI was performed and subsequently a partial resection was performed. After
embolization a second craniotomy achieved gross total resection of the mass including a Icm
area that was thought to be the attachment of the mass to the dura.
