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Clinical History: 
A 55-year-old woman with history of psoriatic arthritis and migraines presented with an episode of 
severe headache followed by one month of progressive memory decline, word-finding difficulties, 
and poor concentration. MRI showed a large, partially cystic, irregularly enhancing mass in the left 
temporal lobe with extension into the left orbit. She underwent resection of the left temporal lobe 
mass with biopsy of the left orbital component. A diagnosis was rendered.  
 
The patient received chemotherapy and radiation. Over the next 2 years, the temporal lobe cavity 
was stable with no evidence of disease recurrence. The lesion in the left orbit showed significant 
growth, leading to marked proptosis, vision loss, and significant pain. A second biopsy of the orbital 
lesion was performed.
